	I – The 5 Freedoms


	You have the right to choose your own religion, speak freely, write freely, assemble in public & to ask government to change (as long as no harm is intended) 
	

	II – Right to Bear Arms


	Congress can’t stop citizens in good legal standing from having or using a gun in times of national defense
	

	III – No Quartering of Troops


	Soldiers cannot sleep in citizens houses without the permission of the homeowner (except in times of war to house our own troops)
	

	IV – Search & Seizure


	No one can search or take your body, property, papers without proving to a judge that there is a legal need
	

	V – Rights in a Criminal Trial

	Can’t be tried in court w/o a jury, don’t have to say anything that makes you guilty, can’t be punished unless found guilty
	

	VI – Right to a Fair Trial

	Once arrested, you have to be put on trial in a.s.a.p., trial has to be public, jury of your peers, you can face your accuser 
	

	VII – Rights in a Civil Case
	Right to a jury when involved in a civil trial (between two people)
	

	VIII – Cruel & Unusual Punishment

	Government can’t make you pay unreasonable amounts of money or hurt your for certain crimes
	

	IX – Rights Retained by the People

	Just because it’s not written in the Constitution doesn’t mean you don’t have rights
	

	X – State’s Rights

	Anything the Constitution doesn’t say for the Federal Government to do, the States and/or people can
